Hop Report 1956/57 
The simultaneous events in Hungary and around the Suez Canal evidenced the instability 

of the political situation. Visible consequences on the world market, however, were less severe 
than anticipated. 

The trend towards high er wages and consequently the development of high er cost of living, 
continued the world over. Subsequent inflationary tendencies showed up in different degrees in 
all countries. On March 25th, 1957, an agreement has been signed in Rome by the Benelux-States, 
France, Italy and Western Germany with the aim of creating a common market. 

Constant favourable balances of trade in Western Gerrnany increasingIy harn per commercial 
connections abroad. The rate of discount, which had been increased by 1 % on May 19th, 1956, 
has been lowered again to the old rate of 4'/2% bytwo decreases of '/2% each on September 6th, 1956, 
and January 11th, 1957. 

An Increased Production of beer during 1956 as compared with 1955 is shown in the 
following countries: Argentine 5.7%, Australia 3.8%, Austria 5.8%, Canada 2.7%, Chile 1.1 %, 
France 4.4%, Germany (West) 9%, Ireland 4.7%, Japan 13.3%, Mexico 14%, Netherlands 8%, 
Norway 1.4%, Philippine Islands 9.6%, Saar 9%, Switzerland 4.2%.

There were praelieally no Iree available stocks 01 hops in Germany on September 1st, 1956. 
With the exception 01 abt. 3000 ewts. 01 Hallertau hops erop 1954 still in hands 01 the eoopera­
tives and which linally lound an outlet during the season 1956/57 the demand eould be eovered 
ooly by hops 01 the new crop 1956. 

Crop 1956 
The weather during 1956 was not favourable lor the growth 01 the hops. The winter 1955/56 

was mild. At the end 01 January 1956 a severe Cold Wave set in together with eonsiderable 
Snowfall. The earth was deeply frozen and eould not absorb sufficient moisture during the thaw 
in March 1956. Spring Work beganlaterthan normal everywhere and was hamperedbyadverse 
weather. The shoots 01 the hops eould show a good development only during more lavourable 
weather at the beginning 01 May. The generally wet and cold weather in 1956 resulted in the hop 
plants generally showing a pointed stand. A eertain offset against the missing overhang, however, 
resulted Irom the uniformly plentifulset 01 cones Irom the top of the vines right down· to the 
boltom laterals . 

. Downy Mildew lound good conditions during the wet year 01 1956, but eould be eon­
trolled in the usual way. Combined sprayings were generally used in order to eontrol Red Spider 
and Aphids, as lar as these pests appeared. No danger resulted Irom pests and diseases, whereas 
Vertieillium Wilt, whieh has appeared in the Hallertau, claims apprehensive attention. 

Hails did loeal damages. Losses by Storm in 1956 were greater than normal. The Harvest 
was delayed by lack 01 pickers and sometimes unlavourable weather eonditions. In spite 01 all 
adverse eireumstanees a bigger erop than in 1955 eould be harvested. As a result 01 the wet 
growth, the eolour 01 the hops erop 1956 was olten somewhat less brilliant than in lormer years.

Hallertau. Considerable Snowfall and Cold Weather in mid-March as well as waterlogged 
gardens delayed Spring W ork, which started about a lortnight later than normal at the end 01 
March and was finished about the end 01 April 1956. . .. 

Climatie conditions in May wer;' ~ot favourable lor the vegetation. May-bugs appeared 
loeally. The hops had reached about half of the height 01 the trellises by the end 01 May/beginn­
ing of June under more lavourable weather and in that way offset in part the lost developIIlent 
during the springtime. In June, however, temperatures were under average generally which ham­
pered growth. About three quarters of the heigth 01 the trellises was reached by the end 01 June 
and development of Laterals was quite satisl.elory. Aphids appeared strongly in so me parts.

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Welcome dry and warm weather was lacking until the beginning 01 July. The vines had 
generally reached the height 01 the trellises but showed a pointed stand. First Burrs were noted 
during the first week 01 July. The hops reached lull Bloom in the second half 01 July and the 
Formation of the Cones started by the end 01 that month. This, however, was hampered by 
rather cool weather in August. Storms caused local damages. The lormation 01 the cones deve­
loped better later on under warm weather until harvest, which began on August 25th/27th. Hop 
yards had not shown a big overhang, but vines were covered with cones Irom top to bottom. 
Secondary growth was olten noted. Picking was finished only about September 20th, as occa­
sionally unlavourable weather as weil as lack 01 pickers delayed work. 

Quality. The Hallertau hops crop 1956 showed cones 01 normal size. The colour was not 
so unilormly green as usual as a result 01 the wet growth. Wind Whipping was more frequent 
than customary. The lupulin was 01 bright colour and good aroma but not quite as plentilul as 
the year belore. 

Spalt. Un~overing and Cutting began later than usual du ring the second week 01 April 
and was hampered by rain and Snowfall •• Vegetative development 01 the hop plants in May 1956 
was slower than norma!. Fleas appeared especially in yards on heavy locations. Growth could 
benefit Irom more lavourable weather by the end 01 May/beginning 01 June and the loss 01 deve­
lopment during·springtime was mostly offse!. Theyards generally showed a healthy aspecl. There 
were more rains than desirable during the month 01 Jl!ne andthe growth 01 the hops showed the 
effects 01 cooler weather. The height 01 the trellises was generally reached by the beginning öl 
July and locally there appeared overhang. Warmer weather in July was lavourable lor the deve-
lopment. .. 

Hop gardens were in lull Bloom at the beginn;ng 01 August.. The·vines showeda'rich set 
andthe Formation of the Cones started in early locations. Warm and sunshiny weather lavoured 
the ripening 01 the hops. Picking began sporadically on August 27th, was general on August 30th 
and finished und er not always lavourable weather conditions on Septemher 20th. To alleviate 
the prevailing lack ollabour, some units 01 the new GermanBundeswehr serv.d as hop pickers. 

Quality. Spalt hops crap 1956 were not so' unilormly green and brilliant as in other years. 
Wind Whipping was to be noted. Cones were 01 normal growth with line and light coloured 
lupulin 01 very good aroma. The hops, however, were olten lound to be insufficiently dried on 
delivery Irom farmers. 

Tettnang. The weather in early 1956 retarded spring work and the development 01 the 
plants. In this climatically lavoured district as weil it was too coollor the young shoots even in 
May 1956 and late cut garden. were retarded in growth. Pesls and diseases were under contro!. 
The weather turned warmer by the end 01 May/beginning of June and the plants reached half the 
height 01 the trellises. Wet aod cold weather until the end 01 June was not lavourable lor the 
vegetative development. 

The vines had generally reached the height 01 the trellises at the beginning 01 July. This 
month brought unstable weather with sometimes much Rain. The general aspect 01 the hop yards 
showed pointed vines with little overhang. The development 01 Laterals, however, was satis· 
lactory. BIoom benelited Irom warmer weather du ring the second half 01 July. 

The Formation of the Cones started in early uncovered gardens at the beginning 01 
August, ;vhereas late Oncovered gardens were in lull Bloom. The missing overhang was ollset 
by a rich set on the vines down to the undermost laterals. Premature Picking started sporadically 
on August 20th but the harvest became general only during the last week 01 August and was 
finished under sometimes unlavourable weather. 

Quality. As a result of the protracted harvest, Tettnang hops were riper than in other years 
and lor this reason differed more than usual in colour. The cones had a unilorm growth with 
light coloured and healthy lupulin, which showed relatively high bitter values. 

Wurttemberg. Spring work was done considerably later than in normal years. The cold 
weather in April with Snow and Nightfrosts retarded growth. This was offset in part by good 
weather until the end 01 May/beginning 01 June. On the average, the plants had reached hall the 
height 01 the trellises. Hails caused local damages. The weather in June remained not so lavour­
able so that the vegetative development 01 the hops did not advance sulliciently but conditions 
took a turn lor the better by the end 01 July. The height 01 the trallises was reached and some 
ovethang was 10 be seen. Bloom. began in early uncovered gardens under unstable weather.Höp 
yards generally showed '8 pointed stand. Early varieties were in lull Bloom during the second 
half 01 July and showed a rich set, whereas late hops were in Burrs. Generally the stand 01 the 
crop was judged weaker than the year belore. . 

Favourable weather during the first half 01 August benelited the Development of the Cones 
on early varieties, which in late gardens started by the middle 01 August. Picking began during 
the lirst days 01 September 1956. 

Quality. Wurttemberg hops crop 1956 did not show the uniformly green colour as in 
1955 and were less heavy in growth. Cones were somewhat smaller in size. Drying and clean 
picking were satislactory.

Uncovering and Cutting started . by the end 01 March and was 
repeatedly interrupted by Cold Weather, Rain and Snowfalls in April. Warmer weather in May 
lavoured the start 01 the young shoots, but generally that month was too dry. May-bugs appeared 
locally. Warm weather by the end 01 May/beginning 01 June benefited growth; the \Tines reached 
half the height 01 the trellises. The weather was generally cool and rainy in June 1956. The stand 
"I the gardens, however, was satislactory on the average. The height 01 the frellises was reached 
in some parts. The month 01 July brought continued cool weather with cOIisiderable Precipita­
tions. Early varieties started to bloom by the middle"ol July. Early gardens showed' generally 
good development, whereas late' varieties were not quite satislactory. At the beginning 01 August, 
early varieties were .in lull Bloom and the Formation of the Cones began, whereas bloom 
started on late varieties. . 

buring August 1956, which set in with rains, good although somewhat cool summer weathe .. 
prevailed so that the lormation 01 the cones went on somewhat more slowly than normal. Picking 
01 early varieties began sporadically by the end 01 August. Th. reBults 01 the harvest were not 
as good as expected. The cool weather had not only retarded harvest, but as a resuIt cones often

This decrease is a result 
bf 'the 2öol·arl.d rainy weather'dl\ring th~ 'most important time 01 hop' growth~'Lack,oJ !,unshine 
resulted in a slighter development most especially 01 80lt resins. .,. 
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Although crap prospeets 1956 in Germany were higher than the year belare, the market 
developed in an extraordinarily stormy way. Priees started abt. DM 200.- over and above the 
initial quotations 01 the season 1955. Spalt and Tettnang hops attained the exeeptional price 
advantage 01 DM 150.- as against Hallertau hops. Breweries purehasing direetly on larms 
inereased the bids and eonsiderable quantities taken over by the eooperative in Spalt reduced 
the supply in an already narrow market. 

On the other hand, quotations lor the generally more reasonably priced hops Irom Hers­
bruck, Wurttemberg, ete., had risen nearly to the level 01 Hallertau hops in consequenee 01 
limited erop results. Purehases therefore were direeted most espeeially on the Hallertau and trad­
ing developed in such a way that authorities in that distriet had to diseontinue the aeeeptanee 
.,1 hops lor inspeetion, as the quantities eould not be handled any langer. The Hallertau was sold 
out to abt. 90% within lour weeks. The other districts 01 produetion were sold out already sooner. 

Earlier than usual, the eustomary ealm in purehasing set in by the beginning 01 6ctober, 
during which time priees settled on the prevailing level. Trade was eonstantly quiet and by the 
end 01 Oetober quotations lor hops still available on farms began to erumble so that linallots 
changed, hands at somewhat lower priees. 
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Tettnang. Smalliats were traded during the lirst days 01 September at DM 570.-/580.-. 
An important purchase by a brewery at DM 600.- established a new level. Trading started on 
September 8th on this basis. Demand was aelive and larmers were not able to supply sulficient 
quantilies as picking went on rather slowly. The general tendeney was lirm and priees reached 
DM 650.- on September 15th. Th;s level was maintained until the end 01 September and prae­
tieally all bops were sold on this basis. Final lots 01 advaneed quality changed hands on the basis 
01 DM 620.-/640.-, as demand slaekened. 

Spalt. Events in Tettnang as weil as knowledge 01 eonsiderable quantities taken out 0.1 
the market by the co operative eaused purchases to start abruptly on September 11th on a gene­
ral hasis 01 DM 600.-. Priees rose to DM 620.- within two days wherea. breweries purchasing 
directly on larms paid DM 30.- more. Under aetive trading, priees advaneed to DM 650.- unlil 
September 18th. The Spalt distriet waS sold out on this level. 90% 01 the Spalt erop had ehanged 
into .eeond hands within two weeks only. 
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Hallertau. Farmers were reluetant sellers at DM 430.~/440.-, wbile picking was still in 
progress. Even asquotations rose eontinually,no important sales were effeeted untilSeptember9th, 
when the level of DM 500.- was reaehed. Priees settled on this basis after some oseillations 
and voluminous purchases were effeeted, whieh led to an overerowding 01 the Hallertau official 
warehouses. Trading had advaneed so rapidly that hops beeame searee by the end of September 
and additional purehasing efforts started another upswing of priees, which pushed quotations by 
leaps and bounds up to DM 600.- on Oetober 1st. This development subsided somewhat as 
activity slowed down and beeame retrograde in Oetober/November. Only 10% 01 the Hallertau 
erop was handled during that period. 

Hersbruck. First purchases 01 single bales began on September 6th at DM 420.-. Fol­
lowing the general trend of the market, priees passed DM 450.- by the middle of September 
and reaehed DM 500.- on September 26th. This distriet prolited Irom higher priees as the 
harvest there is later than elsewhere. As a eonsequenee 01 insufficient drying and high humidity 
01 Hersbruck hops, this provenienee had alm ost equal priee with Hallertau hops. DM 540.- was 
paid during the first half 01 Oetober and the distriet was sold out on this basis. 

Wurttemberg. Trading developed only alter September 20th. Smalliots were purehased 
on the basis 01 DM 450.- at the beginning, but priees rose to DM 500.- within five days and 
up to DM 520.-/530.- by the end 01 September. The distriet was sold out at that time, as 
many lots were taken over by the eooperative. Last lots were sold as high as DM 580.-. 

The lollowing details are known up to now regarding the activity 01 the eooperatives 
during the hop season 1956/57:

The eooperatives had a broader basis 01 operations in Hallertau and Spalt hops erop 1956. 
It appears, however, that the volume 01 Spalt hops has been somewhat too high, as sales 
progressed slowly and stocks eould be sold out only in May 1957. 

The very active purehasing in the districts 01 production at the beginning 01 the season 
1956 relegated the lunctions 01 the Nürnberg Market to the background lor some time. Trading 
on the market developed only alter priees in the Hallertau began moving. Hallertau hops in 
provisional packing were quoted at DM 620.-/635.- at the beginning 01 October 1956. This 
quotation went down by abt. DM 10.-/20.-, asdemand beeame slaek, but the supply was too 
small so that a more pronouneed deerease in priee eould not result. 

The very ealm situation on the market changed abruptly, as eonsiderable purehases lor 
exports and deliveries to Eastern Germany during the middle 01 March 19571aid bare the shrunk­
en basis of available hops. Priees lor HalIertau hops rose up to DM 665.- within a lew days 
and the quotation stood nominalIy at DM 685.- by the end 01 April, although there were 
practieally no hops available. This was abt. DM 10.- over priees lor Spalt hops, which did not 
take part in the market's upswing owing to the surplus 01 this provenienee. These hops, whieh 
were owned mostly by the eooperative, were sold to a eonsiderable extent until the end of May 
1957, as demand eontinued. 

Production 01 hops has decreased sinee 1953, whereas be er output has inereased eonsider­
ably during the same time. As a result 01 higher hop eonsumption and smaller inventories in 
breweries, the tendeney lor quick and sometimes stormy purehases in the distriets 01 production 
was to be noted on practically all places 01 the hop world market. Priees lor hops erop 1956 
eould soon reaeh their highest level and maintain same. As a eonsequenee 01 active demand, the 
world market was diseneumbered to a eonsiderable extent Irom older hops especially in the 
US-market.

According to a decree 01 April 11th, 1950 (BGBI.!. S. 94) and based npon § 2 01 the 
corresponding law 01 August 26th, 1949, authorities 01 the Laender are now invested with the 
E..0wer to issue measures for the protection of commercial plants against pests and diseases. 
The Bayerische Staatsministerium für Ernährung, Landwirtschaft und Forsten has published 
measures lor the control 01 Downy Mildew on November 16th, 1956. Furthermore, the destruc­
tion 01 wild hops has been regulated by a decree 01 the Bayerische Staatsministerium für Er­
nährung, Landwirtschaft und Forsten 01 November 21st, 1956, substituting therewith the lormer 
scaUered measures by local authorities. 

A lurther decree 01 December 12th,1956 (GVBl. S. 353) lor the control 01 Verlicillium Wilt 
is o!- especial importance. There are reasons to suppose that the sudden wilting 01 hop vines is a 
result 01 simultaneous damages by vegetal and animal parasites. Up to now there exist no reliable 
means 01 control and at'p'resent this disease 01 epidemie charaeter can only be checked by laying 
idle affeeted hop yards. The Hop Growers Union has conslituted a commission to study the disease. 

The wet growth during 1956 led to difficulties as the generally coarse and saplul sprig 01 
the hop cones required specially carelul kilning. As a consequence possibly 01 the hectic season; 
larmers did not always aUend to this in the usual good way and deliveries 01 hops Irom larms 
sometimes gave reason für complaints. 

The kilning 01 the hops is exclusively the responsibility 01 the hop larmer. On the other 
hand, however, it has been noted that clean picking as compared to the usual good work in lormer 
years is no Ion ger quite possible under present conditions. Hop picking is not a very aUraclive 
work and this as weIl as sulficient chances lor steady work in the industry result in the present 
lack ollabour. For the hop harvest abt.~110,OOO hands are needed in all,ol which.60-65,OOO 
alone in the Hallertau. Payment lor picking 01 one basket 01 hops in the Hallertau (60 Liter) 
developed as lollows:

A payment 01 DM 1.10 net without any deductions, board and lodging Iree, and transpor­
tation to and Iroll) work paid in lull, had been agreed upon lor crop 1956. Lack 01 pickers, 
however, resulted in this payment being over-reached. Generally DM 1.50 has been paid and in 
parts even DM 2.- per basket. 
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This situation turns unavoidable the introduction of hop picking machines. Eight machines 
worked in Germany during the harvest of 1956. Oisadvantages of picking by machine such aS 
loss of cones, cutting of vines etc. are markedly offse! by the fact that wages are about 85-90 % 
less than compared to manual picking. . 

Ouring the coming harvest 1957 it is expected that from 15 to 20 machines will be available 
in the German districts of production. Even so, only 3 % of the expected harvest will be picked by 
machine. 

Since january 1st, 1957, the preparation of hops is subiect to a turnover tax of 1 % for 
transactions within Germany. Farmers continue to be free from this tax. Regulations have not 
been changed, however, for the eventual refunding of the excise tax in ease of exportation so 
that it remains neeessary to continue eflorts to solve this vexing question.

Aceording to the deeree 01 April 13th, 1954, Federal Authorities have to determine the 
hop acreage lrom year to year alter hearing all interested eireles. Representalives of larmers did 
not want an increase of acreage in 1957, although the development 01 prices for hops in 1955 
and 1956 indicated a too sm all production as compared to the constantly increasing demand. The 
brewing industry is interested in an expansion of acreage and that would be very welcome, too, 
in the interest of deliveries to important customers abroad and overseas. 

After extensive discussions the Bundesministerium für Ernährung, Landwirtschaft und 
Forsten ono.ctober 12th, 1956, allotted the acreage on a somewhat increased basis for 1957 as 
folIows:

The acreage 01 the last year belore the war (1939 = 19,561 acres) had been regained and 
surpassed for the first time in 1953. The record crop harvested in that year coupled with a 
corresponding decrease in price led to a remarkable shrinking of aereage both in 1954 and 1955 
and only in 1956 an insignificant increase became visible. 

It has to be taken into consideration that expansions 01 acreage come into bearing only 
after two years, whereas the ploughing out of hops has immediate influence upon the crop results. 
Hop acreages, therelore, have to be planned antieipating luture trends and ind.ependently 01 
passing influences. 

DM 10,000,000.- were available lor the purehase 01 hopslrom Western Germany in 1956. 
Only 2,000 cwts. 01 older hops, however, were bought at the start as authorities in the DDR 
prelerred to maintain a waiting attitude. More important orders were placed by the end 01 1956 
and ineluding several quanlities 01 older hops total deliveries are estimated at about 12,000 cwts. 
The issue of licences was sometimes delayed. 
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There are no inlormations obtainable up to now regarding tbe extent 01 hop cultivation 
in the DDR. It has heen reported that spring work in the hop gardens waS linished in part not 
sooner than the middle 01 May 1956. Rainlalls were distributed aS lollows:

In spite 01 wet weather in 1956 Downy Mildew did not develop as intensively as expected, 
whereas Aphids appeared· very strongly in all districts 01 production. It is regrettable to report 
that in some loeations Verticillium Wilt has been noted. 

Hop vines reached the height 01 the trellises during the first half 01 July, but overhang was 
seen only in early uneovered gardens. Bloom began on July 25th. Picking started on September 
2nd and was finished within a lortnight under favourable weather conditions. Locally there was 
a lack ollabour. 

The quality 01 hops crop 1956 was judged to be less good than the year belore, as warm 
weather and sunshine were lacking espeeially during the lormation 01 the cones. Bitter values 
were lower than the yearbelore. 85 baskets 01 30 Liter each were necessary lor one cwt. 01 hops 
in 1955, whereas 95 baskets were needed in 1956. The entire crop is handled centrally at prices, 
which are as lollows (DM-East lor hops with no more than 12% humidity);

It ean be surmised that the crop 01 hops in 1956 was less than the year belore, as offers 01 
Russian hops on the world market were smaller than in other years. . 

It has been reported that there exist in Russia about 420 breweries. The most important 
brewery is in Moseow and pro duces 1,000,000 hl. Two other breweries in Moscow make 
650,000 hl each. There are three breweries aS weil in Leningrad (two 01 750,000 hl each,one 01 
400,000 hl). It is said that present plans call lor the construetion 01 another 140 breweries during 
the next ten years. 

Russian beer contains Irom 130 to 180 degrees original wort (11% to 20% Stammwz1rze). 
Prices are Irom Rouble 2.40/5.- per bottle (0.5 Liter) ex brewery and Rouble 3.60/6.- to con­
sumers. Consumption per head and year is indieated at 32ltrs. in Moscow, 26ltrs. in Leningrad, 
and 10 Itrs. on the average lor the whole 01 Russia. 

Spring work was linished only by the middle 01 May 1956 as a eonsequence 01 adverse 
weather conditions. Preeipitations were sufficient in April and May but temperatures were too 
low in May and only rose inJune 01 1956. Exeeptional high rainlalls were experienced by the end 
01 June and during July so that sunshine was lacking lor Blooming and the Formation of the 
Cones. The ripening 01 the hops was delayed. About half 01 the gardens showed a pointed 
aspeet. Downy Mildew was not so extensive as in 1955 wherea. Aphids appeared rather strongly 
several tim es and had to be controlled with nicotine dustings. The harvest began aboutAugust20th 
and was finished by the middle 01 September under generally dry weather conditions. There 
was no lack ollabour. 

The hops were not lully ripened as aresult 01 unlavourable weather and showed a lower 
content 01 lupulin. The colour was somewhat spotted but damages by Downy Mildew were less 
than in 1955. The quality was estimated as lollows: ehoice 10.8%, medium 85.5%, off-grade 3.7%. 

The hops are handled centrally and at fixed quotations and were sold out until the end 
01 1956. 

The hop plants had wintered weil in spite 01 the long winter and extreme cold. Growth 
was retarded during the spring 011956, but this could be offset to some degree as a consequence 
01 satisfaetory rains and lavourable temperatures during the month 01 June. The stand 01 the 
gardens was unequal as early uncovered yards had already attained two thirds 01 the heighf 01 
the trellises whereas on the average half oE the height had not been ·passed yet. The height 01 the 
trellises was reached du ring the first half 01 July. The vines were not as strong as normal and a 
considerable part 01 the hop yards remained pointed. Cones had not ripened on the lower third 
01 the vines. Diseases were less in evidence, but Aphids had to be carelully controUed. Picking 
began on August 20th and was in lull swing on August 25th. There were thirty hop picking 
machines in use. 

The hops 01 erop 1956 were better in colour and lormation 01 the cones than the year be­
lore. The entire erop is centrally handled. As tho brewing industry maintained sulfieient inven­
tories 01 hops, all demands lor export could be met in spite 01 a sm aller crop. The balance 01 
hops available lor exports was practically sold out within four weeks. 
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. Considerable efforts are under way in Czechoslovakia to rationalize hop cultivation and 
harvest. Important orders have been plaeed lor hop picking instaUations and eultivating machines. 

Severe winter weather until March 1956 retarded spring work and growth. Fleas 
appeared rather strongly espeeiaUy in gardens on sandy loeations as a eonsequenee 01 dry 
weather in May. Until June dimatie eonditions were cool with oeeasional rainlaUs, whieh were 
distrihuted as lollows in the distrie! 01 Sanntal (Slovenia)' .

Warm and sunshiny weather in July benefited growth so that the plant eould weil develop 
until picking time. Damages by Pests and Diseases were negligible whereas Hails and a heavy 
Storm oeeasioned eonsiderable damage. The hops reached the height 01 the trellises by the 
middle 01 July. Bloom during the seeond half 01 July was norma!. Picking was in lull swing on 
August 20th and linished around September 6th under good weather eonditions. There was no 
lack "Ilabour. 

Styrian hops showed a good lormation 01 the eones and were better in eolour and quality 
than the year belore. These hops are distinguished by high bitter values. The erop was estimated 
as 94 % choiee, 4 % medium and 2 % off-grade. All hops are handled centrally at official priees 
and the erop was speedily sold out. 

In the distriet 01 Backa it is intended to considerably expand the aereage, as demand 
could not be met during the last years. Abt. 272 acres 01 new hop gardens have been planted in 
the spring 01 1957. 

Spring work in 1956 was finished in good time. The weather waS wet and warm during 
May and June and Downy Mildew had to be eontrolled earelully in June and July. The height 
01 the trellises was reaehed by the end 01 May/beginning 01 June. The hops were in Bloom 
during the seeond half 01 July and showed anormal overhang. About 20% 01 the eones ripened 
on the lower third 01 the vines. Shortly belore harvest Red Spider had to be earelully controlled 
but did no great damage. Picking began on August 26th and was finished under good weather 
conditions until September 5th. There were suffieient pickers available. 

Compared to the year belore, eolour and lormation 01 the eones as weIl as quality were 
better in 1956. The erop was estimated as 82 % ehoiee, 13 % medium and 5 % off-grade. The 
entire erop was delivered to the warehouses and sold until the end 01 September. 

The hop gardens had a slow start as the weather remained cold until the beginning 01 
May 1956. Preeipitations were distributed as lollows:

The rainy weather lavoured Downy Mildew, which had to be earelully controllecl. Pests 
eould be held down with the usual sprayings. The height 01 the trellises was reached at the be­
ginning 01 July. Early BIoom was notecl on July 15th and blooming was general by the end 01 
that month. Cones on the lower part 01 the vines were less ripened than usua!. Heavy Storm 
Damages by the end 01 July materially redueed the bulk 01 the erop. 

Picking started sporadieally on September 5th, was in lull swing on September 10th and 
finished by September 22nd. Picking by machine has started in Belgium, too, but lor the time 
being only small quantities have thus been harvested. The erop was estimated as 25 % choiee, 
60 % medium and 15 % off-grade. The hops were sm aller in size and less uniform in eolour than 
usua!. 

The erop was sold rapidly. The distriet 01 Alost was sold out already by the end of 
November. Priees started in mid-September on the basis 01 Bfrs. 5,500.-/5,700.-, reached 
Bfrs.6,000.- at the beginning olOetober and Bfrs. 6,200.- the first days 01 November. In 
Poperinghe quotations started at Bfrs. 4,500.- (type Hallertau) at the beginning of September, 
reached Blrs. 5,500.- within a lortnight and seored Blrs. 6,500.- by the end 01 that month. 
Remaining smalliots were sold out later on at somewhat lower priees.

In the Alsace, spring work as weil as the start 01 growth were delayed by the cold weather. 
Climatic conditions remained unstable with occasional Night Frosts until April 1956. Cutting 
began sporadically during the first week 01 April and was in lull swing only by the end 01 that 
month. The weather was not unlavourable in May, so that the gardens could develop normally. 
1t remained unstable, however, during the entire period of vegetative growth and the hops reached . 
the height 01 the trellises önly about the end 01 July. The vines showed first Bloom about the 
middle 01 July and were in lull bloom by the end 01 that month. Hop yards on the average, 
however, showed a pointed aspect and the set 01 cones was not so lull as normal. 

The weather in August was not lavourable lor the Formation of the Cones, which set in 
during the beginning 01 that month. Picking started on September 5th, was general on Septem­
ber 10th and finished within about tbree weeks later under generally good weather conditions. 

The Alsacian hops crop 1956 were good in colour and quality, but the size 01 the cones 
waS not quite uniform. The crop was estimated as 95% choice, 4% medium andonly 1 % off-grade. 

Purehases in the Alsace developed rather speedily. Prices reached quickly the highest level 
at about Flrs. 43/50,000.-. The district was sold out already at the beginning 01 October. 

In Flanders, growth was retarded at the start by dry and cold weather. The hops reached 
the height 01 the trellises during'the first half 01 July, but showed a pointed stand on the average .. 
The cones on the lower third 01 the vines ripened completely. Picking began on September 1st 
and was finished on September 27th during good weather. There were sufficient pickers lor the 
small crop. Two picking machines were in experimental use. 

The hops were 01 pale-green colour and good lormation 01 the cones, but there was less 
lupulin than usual. The crop was estimated as 50% choice, 35% medium and 15% off-grade. 

Prices set in on the basis 01 Flrs. 30,000.- the first days 01 September, rose quickly to 
Flrs.

Severe and long persistent Frosts du ring the spring of 1956 in cOHnection with a subsequent 
period of Dryness, which held on for more than one month, hampered the development of the 
hops. Growth continued to suffer under almost constantly rainy weather with insufficient sun­
shine, which prevailed until harvest. In addition, considerable Storm Damages occurred by the 
end of July and a number of hop yards suffered from Hails. Under these adverse conditions the 
growth and development of the plants was retarded. Hop yards just reached the height of the 
trellises on the average and showed scarcely any overhang. It was necessary to carefully control 
Downy Mildew until harvest time to protect the hop yards against this disease. Picking began 
during the first week of September and was finished bythe end of that month under dry weather. 
About one third of the English crop is picked by machine and there were sufficient pickers 
available for the balance of the harvest. The quality of the English hops crop 1956 was estimated 
as little under average. The hops had a weaker aroma than usual, but were belter ripened than 
expected. Fuggle hops were estimated as 27.6% choiee, 65.6% medium and 6.8% off-grade, 
whereas Goldings and other varieties, which comprise only 25% of the English crop, were esti­
mated as 43.6% choiee, 49.1 % medium and 7.3% off'grade. 

As a result of a considerably smaller crop than the year before, a cut of 25% on all advance 
contracts resulted. The average price to farmers was fixed at fl 35.2.- per cwt. 

First signs of Verticillium Wilt had been noted in England already in 1930. At the begin­
ning, however, the danger of Ihis disease was not realised and in 1955 hop yards already of 20% 
of all hop farmers in England had been affected. Registration of Verticillium Wilt is compulsory 
since 1947.

Crop 1957 

The following informations have been received up to now from the Southern Hemisphere, 
where hops are picked in March 01 each year. 

Climatic conditions in 1956/57 were lavourable lor the hops in the districts of 
Rio Negro and Neuquen. Arecord crop of 162,172 Ibs. could be harvested on an acreage of 
196 acres. The crop 01 two hop yards was completely destroyed by Red Spider, whereas other 
gardens could be saved by timely sprayings. Picking suffered Irom lack of labour and was only 
finished by the middle 01 March 1957. 

In the districts 01 Sierra de Ia Ventana and Mal' deI Plata the hops showed a 
lavourable development until the blooming stage. In .Ianuary 1957, however, an exceptional 
drought set in, which destroyed the bloom to a considerable extent. From an area of 120 acres 
only 29,145Ibs. could be harvested (Sierra de la Ventana 8,455 Ibs., Mar dei Plata 20,690 Ibs.). 

Newspaper clippings show that the crop of hops in 1957 in Tasmania has been consider· 
ably lower than expected. It is estimated that the result will be about 40 0/0 less than in 1956. 

The winter 01 1956157 was mild and only in January/February appeared Frost and Snow­
falls. Exceptionally dry and warm weather set in during March, which benefited spring work. 
Later on, weather conditions du ring the spring 01 1957 were not lavourabIe lor the growth 01 
hops so that after a good start the development 01 the plants was retarded in the lollowing months. 

Hallertau. Uncovering and Cutting of the hops started aIready in the beginning 01 
March and was finished during the lirst days of April. The new shoots grew vigorously under 
lavourable weather. The development continued to be lavoured by climatic conditions 
at the end of April/beginning 01 May, although temperatures were too low on the average. 
Frosts appeared until mid·May. Therealter welcome rains set in and temperatures rose, but the 
development 01 the hops at that time was still retarded as against normal years. 
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Spalt. Spring work was finished under dry weather already at the beginning 01 April. 
Climatic conditions in April hampered the growth 01 the hops and the weather continued to be 
cold during the first half 01 May with occasional Frosts. Warmer weather and rains resulted in 
better development during the second half 01 May. 

Tettnang. Uncovering and Cutting in this district was mostly linished already by the 
end 01 March 1957. Even in this distriet ne.ar the Lake 01 Constance the weather was too cold 
in April and there were Snowfalls and Frosts at the beginning 01 May 1957. 

Hersbruck. Spring work started by the middle 01 March and was finished in mid-April 
1957. No progress 01 the hop plants, however, was noted in April, as the weather was too cold. 
There were Frosts and cold weather even during the first part 01 May. Precipitations in April 
and May were less than normal. 

Wurttemberg. Spring work in this district was finished in so me yards already by the 
second half 01 March 1957. The hop yards showed scarcely any progress during April, but 
growth benefited Irom warmer weather in the beginning 01 May. The vegetative development 
01 the plant sufferedby Frost and Snowfalls in mid-May. Conditions during the second half 01 
May were more lavourable. 

During the month 01 June 1957, hops could make good progress under li ne summer 
weather and welcome rainlalls, which sometimes became ample. Retarded development during 
the cold weather in May has been offset to a considerable extent. Hop yards showed a healthy 
aspect and anormal growth 01 laterals. lt is generally noted that the vines this year have less 
loliage than normally.
