












Reports about increased hop acreages and a favoul'able growing season 1958 resulted in 
a re-orientation throughout the brewing industry which made itself feit already in July/August 
1958. A pronounced calm regarding purchases of hops crop 1958 was to be noted so that early 
hasty purchases were avoided which in the beginning of the season always contribute to an up­
swing in prices. 

On the other hand, producers who had been accustomed to high prices, remained reluctant 
so that the market developed only sluggishly. In this connection, farmers in the district of Spalt 
were an especially outstanding example. 

Trading increased in the Hallertau by the end of the first week in September 1958, when 
already about two thirds of the crop had been gathered into the barns. The very existence of 
such a quantity 01 readily available hops increased the farmers willingness to sell. Prices, there­
fore, remained on the downgrade until mid-September in spite 01 regular market activity. Further 
increased demand at that time led to a passing increase 01 quotations which, however, was of 
no duration. Demand slowed down once again and the underlying weak tendency 01 the market 
prevailed once more. This situation remained until the districts 01 production were sold out. 
The pricing situation in the Hallertau was as usual the barometer lor the entire German market. 
Purchasing according to grades 01 quality resumed its importance as a lactor in pricing and 
buying. 
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Hallertau. At the harves!'s beginning, mostly contract hops were handled. First small 
transactions on the basis 01 DM 600.- occurred at the beginning 01 September. Farmers were 
reluctant sellers, however, and expected higher prices. Brewers as well as the trade remained 
quiet and the producers linally became more amenable to the marke!'s situation. About September 
8th some greater quantities were traded at DM 600.- but sullicient supply resulted in quo­
tations 01 DM 520.-/500.-during the lollowing days. The market became very active on this 
basis which led to an increase 01 prices up to DM 540.-under brisk trading. About two thirds 
01 the crop had passed into second and third hands by September 22nd. The market calmed 
perceptibly about this time so that prices slumped to DM 440.-. 

Demand picked up about October 3rd but areaction set in immediately when prices began 
to increase. Trading became quiet and the remainder 01 the supply was sold under steady but 
small activity at somewhat declining quotations. About 98 % 01 the Hallertau hops were sold 
by the end 01 December 1958. Prices at that time were around DM �4�1�0�.�~�.� 

At thebeginning 01 1959 there were still about 5,000 cwts. 01 hops unsold in farmers' 
hands who relused bids. These hops, too, were disposed 01 until mid-April 1959. 
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Spalt. Whereasin other districts trading had started already at the beginning of Septem­
ber, farmers in Spalt were entirely opposed to selling at prevailing bids. For this reason duriilg 
the first half 01 September supplies were available only through thecooperative which accumu­
lated considerable quantities 01 Spalt hops and was able to dispose 01 an important percentag~ 
~~. . 

Farmers realized only too late that a single district of productioncannot change develop­
ment. on the world market. Small quantities had been sold at DM 660.- but more impor­
tant trading started as late as September 19th on a basis 01 DM 550.-. A considerable propor­
tion 01 demand, however, had in the meantime shifted to Tettnang and other districts so that 
trading remained intermittent. Further decreases in quotations were inevitable. Prices went down 
to DM 500.- by the end 01 September/beginning 01 October and to DM 450.- at the begin­
ning 01 November 1958. 

About that time, an estimated 10 percent of the crop were still in first hands, when the 
Producers' Cooperative decided to handle this supply so that the problem 01 stocks on larms 
was taken care of. , 

Tettnang. First purchases at DM 720.- were eflected during the last days 01 August, 
This basis began soon to crumble although a constant demimd was in eflect. The low point 01 
DM 540.-/520.- was reached on September 12th. [ncreased demand on this basis resulted in' 
an upswing of prices by leaps and bounds and DM 600. -/620.- was paid again on September 
15th. The supply had already been sold to a considerable extent and a basis 01 DM 600. -, 
therelore, could be maintained with occasional oscillations until the district was sold out co me 

'pletely by the end 01 September 1958. 

It must be noted especially th'at the rapid sale 01 Tettnang hops was stimulated by the lact 
that larmers in Spalt were unwilling to seil. ' '. ' 

Hersbrucker Gebirf1e. Trading in this district started at the beginning 01 September. 
Initial quotations stood at D 560.-/580.- but were reduced to DM 530.-/520.- within one 

,week as a consequence 01 the general trend. A low point with DM 420.-/400.- occurred on 
September 11th alter which the general market situation was reflected in demands up to 

. -DM 450.-. Siower trading during the second half 01 September made prices decrease to 
, DM 420.- again and final lots changed hands until ab out mid-October at DM 380.-/400. -, 

Hersbruck hops were rather attractively priced in relationto other hops and sold without 
difficulties under constant normal trading. 

Wurttemberg. Tho market for the late varieties Irom this district opened about Sep­
tember 20th. First lots were handled at about DM 440.-/450.- but prices decreased soon to 
DM 420.-/400.-. The Producers' Cooperative accepted regular quantities and the district was 
sold out rapidly. 

Activities on the Nürnberg Market continue 10 be hampered byan adverse decision regard­
ing the turnover tax. [t would be to the interest 01 the entire hop economy if brokers at the 
Nürnberg Market would continue to be lavoured by the provision 01 § 53 of the Tax Law 
(Turnover Tax) as has been the case since 1921. Market aetivities were limited lurthermore by 
the constantly bearish tendency. This lelt no room lor inter-trade aetivities which come into 
eflect mostly 10 equalize prices as sud den turns oceur in the market. 

At the beginning 01 September trading was mostly in Spalt, Tettnang and Hersbruck hops 
whereas the supply 01 Hallertau hops on farms appeared more attractive. Market quotations had 
to be lowered constantly in accordanee with the general tendency. 

Demand on the Nürnberg Market picked up at the beginning 01 1959 when stocks on farms 
had been mostly exhausted. Until February Hallertau hops were traded at about DM 400.-/ 
425.- while Spalt hops cost DM 460.-/480.- and Tettnang hops were quoted nominally at 
DM 490.-/500.-. 

Trading was very limited always and stagnated eompletely at times. Hallertau hops went 
down to DM 380.- in March, DM 300.- in April and ab out DM 280.- in May 1959. Prices 
for Spalt hops conlormed practicl!lly \0 the same basis as Hallertau hops in contrast 10 TeU­
nang hops which decreased only unHI DM 340.- in May on the basis 01 limited supply (all 
quotations based on prices lor interim packed hops). 

During the discussions in the autumn 01 1957 between the Bundesministerium fu"r Land­
wirtschaft and the Hop [ndustry lurther talks' regarding the embargo lor hops were scheduled 
if andwhen the appointed acreage 0121,745 acres lor 1958 should be aUained. This has been 
realized but all applieations lor a removal 01 hops Irom the embargo list have been denied. Th" 
authorities seem to be under the apprehension that considerable legal doubts would arise in 
conneetion with the European Common Market il hops on a later occasion should be put once 
more on the embargo list. 

[n the meantime, the market development for crop 1958 made any dirigism superfIuous. 
As the world market was amply supplied with hops, the Aussenhandelsstelle fuer Erzeugnisse 
der Ernaehrung und Land,oirtschaft was instructed to grant aU applications lor the export 01 
German hops. 
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'.' Practically, however,' authorities can intervene in the exports of hops at ariy moment as 
shipments continue to depend up'oli licences. Compared .with the discontinuation 01- official allot" 
ments of the hop acreage it appears· illogical that hops are· maintained on theembargo list. ·This 
ought to be amended without undue delay. .

After the stormy hop season 1957/58 some anxiety reigned in all circles concerned regard­
ing the coming crop 1958. The world marke!'s underlying firm tendency, however, gradually 
disappeared until the autumn 1958 as several factors emerged to indicate a possihle easier mar­
ket situation. These were: 

a considerable increase of hop acreages in the spring of 1958 in all hop 
producing countries, 

decreased hopping rates as a result of high bitter values forcrop 1957 
resulting in reduced hop usage, 

a smaller increase in beer sales as against rapid developments of beer 
output during the preceding years, 

favourable development of the hops in 1958. 

All these factors together provided the psychological basis for a waiting attitude of the· 
brewers in the beginning of the season 1958 •. 
i 
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Hop priee. in the USA remained relatively unchanged until Oetober 1958 as practically 
the entire crop had been under contract. The German market, however, under the impression 01 
a big crop set the pace lor the weak tendeney. All other European proveniences lollowed and the 
overages 01 the USA crop 1958 finally lollowed as weil. 

The hop market's development in 1958 has shown once again that even small disparities 
either 01 supply or demand suffice to set the general trend lor the pricing situation. 

'It seems appropriate to note that official figures 01 hops weighed in Germany which in their 
total are quite correct, do not always eonlorm to the day by day progress 01 purchasing. It 
appears that field offices, especially in the districts 01 Spalt and Wurltemberg, are somethne. 
swamped with work and figures published are then a summary 01 proceedings lor a longer period 
instead 01 daily totals. 

, Whereas this disease was less to be noted in 1957, it appeared stronger in 1958. In the 
Hallertau a total 01 about 200 to 220 acres has been infected. This area is distributed among 120 
farms in 41 villages. 

The crop result in total is not inlluenced as yet. lnfections vary in extent Irom hop yard to 
hop yard. Authorities up to now had no occasion to order the ploughing out of hop yards which 
is mandatory only if more than 50 percent of the vines are infected. No acreage has come to that 
stage as farmers prefer to plough out voluntarily if the disease begins to spread. ' 

, Verticillium Wilt coutinues to be a serious menace. Authorities endeavour to apply protec­
tive measures. Cooperation from farmers, however, is somewhat lacking as many have not yet 
realized the seriousness 01 the situation and do not give the necessary notice of new outbreaks 
of inlection., 

Additional hop picking machines went into use. There were 33 machines at work during 
the harvest 01 1958 which took care 01 about 4% 01 the crop.

The Bundesministerium fuer Ernährung, Landwirtschaft und Forsten on Oetober 24 th, 
1957, alloted a total hop acreage in Germany to the extent 01 8800 ha (abt. 21,750 acres) lor 
1958. Aetual plantings have reached this figure. In Bavaria the alloted aereage has even been 
somewhat exeeeded whereas the expansion 01 hop yards in Baden-Wurttemberg and in Rhein­
land-Plalz was not quite up to the allotment. 

Newspapers reported in 1958 about a legal deeision aeeording to which offieial allotments 
01 aereage lor vineyards had no basis in law and were null and void. Private legal proeeedings 
at the Landgericht München 1I led to the same deeision regarding the planting of hops 
(I Qs 245/58). The Bundesministerium fuer Landwirtschaft und Forsten issued a eommunieation 
(11 A 4 - 2232.1 - 529/58) on Deeember 2 nd, 1958, aecording to whieh the legal basis lor aereage 
allotments is now under examination. Allotments will be diseontinued until lurther notiee. 

Hops, therelore, ean now be planted anywhere in Germany. Against an uneontrolled 
expansion 01 aereage, however, stands the laet that new hop yards are expensive whereas priees 
show a downward trend. 

The Bayerische Staatsministerium fuer Landwirtschaft und Forsten in the meantime eon­
tinues the annual survey 01 hop aereage which took plaee Irom May 19 th/May 31 st, 1959. The 
acreage figures thus obtained are an indispensable basis lor reHable estimates 01 the growing 
erop. 

In estimating the ellorts lor inereased hop pro duc ti on, the hop aereage alone is not a 
sulficient indieator. The deveIopment 01 yieIds per acre, too, would have to be. taken into eon­
sideration as earelul tending 01 the gardens and intensive eultivation have resulted in rem ar kable 
improvements against former tim es.

Even if hop production in Germanyalter the war has been hampered by acreage allot­
ments, im proved cultivation and lertilizatiön has resolted in increased produc!iön. On a smaller 
acreaga than belore the war (the acreage in 1958 includes about 2,000 acres new gardens) from 
1950 onwards constantly bigger harvests were produced than before the war which contrihuted 

..to an inereased supply ön the hop world market. 

The Deutsche Demokratische Republik (D. D. R.) pröduced about 2.2 million Ibs. of hops 
in 1958. This harvest contributed to the facuhat purchasesöl hops in Western Germany were 
.maller than tho year be lore. During the season 1958/1959 the löllowing amoonts were at dispo­
sal 01 the D. D. R.:

Delivery 01 hops crop 1958 Irom Western Germany may be estimated at 11,200 cwls. 
About 7,600 cwts. were delivered almost exclusively by the Producers' Cooperative in Decem­
ber 1958 ex treaty 1958. A considerable quantity 01 hops seems to have been ordered Irom 
Czechoslovakia. As late as J\l'ril/May 1959 an additional purehase 01 about 3,600 ewts. only ex 
treaty 1959 was effeeted in Western Germany, this time mostly Irom dealers. 

1958 was a fine hop year, even il a storm ön August 1 st destroyed the trellises on about 
180 acres and caused further damag-es in höp yards. Thera were scarcely any pests or diseases 
with the exception of Aphlds which appeared strongly just ahöut picking time. Sprayings were 
not admissible thus late in the season and damages resulted on those hops which were picked 
last during the harvest. Precipitations were as folIows:

The plants were off to a slow start alter a relatively mild winter but gröwth improved con­
siderably during the humid early Summer. Fine sunshlny weather in August benefited the gar­
dens. The vines reached the height 01 the trellises at the beginning 01 Jul}'. B1öörn started 
during the last decade 01 July. The plants showed a vigorous aspect and had a good overhang. 
A considerable growth 01 leaves, however, exeluded sunshine and resulted in not completely 
elosed cones on the lower third 01 the vines. 

Picking started generally on August 25 th, 1958, and was finished under fine weather by 
September 10th. Thera were sulfident pick er. available. One picking machine öl Engllsh con­
struction was in operation.

Bittet values 'öl. hops in the D.D.R., too, were lowet than the year hefote. The colour 
suffered fröm an infestationol aphids espeoially in late harvested lots. Tho whöle cröp was 
handled at official prices (Dmatk East) and gtaded as follows:

The eflorts to develop the cultivation of hops within the D. D. R. have led to a remarkable 
Suceess. Further expansions 01 hop acreage may beexpected. 

In 1958 the weather was favourable forhops. Precipitations were distributed as lollows: 

Pests and diseases were rarely to be noted and held in check by preventive sprayings. Th .. 
plants reached the height of the trellises by mid-June. Bloom started sporadically at the begin­
nlng 01 June. Favourable weather until mid-August benefited the Ripening ollhe hops. 

Picking started already on August 16th and was finished under dry weather conditions on 
September 8th, 1958. There waS no lack of picket •. 

The Quality of crop 1958 was judged not quite so good as last year. The grad!ng was 
23% choioe, 70% medium and 7% offgrade. Payments to farmers are made aCMrding to official 
rates. All hops went into consumption. 

Poland 

Unfavourable weather during the spring 01 1958 delayed the Uneovering and Cutting 01 Czechoslovakia 
the hops. There were ample precipitations by the end of March/beginning 01 April, sömetimes 
still intermingled with Snowfalls.

Warmer weather in May benefited, growth. Duting the following months, too, the hops were 
fa"oured by warlil weather and showed a good de"elöpment in spite of öccasional 0601 nights. 
The plants atta!nad the height of the trellises by the end of June. Downy Mildew was a conse­
quence of strong rains especially in July but was controlled by sprayings. Bloom statted at the 
beginning of July. 

Generally, the hops showed a good overhang. A heavy Storm on August 1 st, 1958, caused 
considerable damages on about 1,400 acres of hop gardens. 

Picking started on August 25th and was linished on September 18th under fine weather. 
72 picking mach!nes are in operation and harvelit about 30% of the ctöp. 

Saaz hops ctop 1958 were of goöd Quallty and fine green oolour and had the wellknown 
aroma. The cones were uniformely sized but somewhat bigger than last year. The crop was graded 
as two thirds chöice and öne third medium. There were scarcely any offgrade lots. 

The entire crop had been delivered ~ntil November 30th to the state centers which paid 
the official prices to farmers. The sale of hops abroad did not go so smoothlyas in former years, 
a consequence of the bill' world crop. Prices were reduced later in the season. 

In the Sanntal (Slovenia) the hops showed a fine development under warmer weather 
in May 1958 after am pie rainlalls durh\g the preceding winter and spring.

. The hot and dry weather cOlltinued until mid-June So that early cut gardens started 
Premature Slooming and were in full Bloom at that time. Cooler and rainy weather during 
the second half of June benefited late gardens which continued growing. The height of the 
trellises was atlained at the beginning of July. Generally, however, the stand of the garden. WaS 
under average and the vines remained pointed. The set was sparse and irregular.Cones developed 
to exceptional size especially at the top of the plants and did not ripen entirely on the lower 
third of the vines. 

Plcking started in early gardens already during the second half of July, was in lull swing 
on August 10th and linished under good weather conditions on August 25th. There Was no 
scarcity of labour. 

The hops crop 1958 showed more irregularly sized cones than normal. Th. hops were of 
good colour and the Quality was graded as folIows: 90% choice, 6.5% medium and 3.5% off­
grade. Prices to farmers were as folIows:

Hop prices had to be increased as against the preceding year as lertilizer and picking ex­
penses rose. Farmers received a premium in produce lor delivery 01 hops grade land II consist­
ing 01 1.5 kilos 01 straw and -.5 kilos 01 corn on the cob per kilo 01 hops. 

The sale 01 Styrian hops crop 1958 was effected as usual within a lew days. 

Exports 01 crap 1958 may be estimated at about 36,700 cwts. There seems to have remained 
a smaUlot 01 unsold hops on stock. 

The acreage 1958 included about 1,900 acres of new plantings which produced a partial 
crop and in this way contributed to the total harvest result. 

Backa. The plants developed vigorously under fine spring weather and attained the height 
01 the treHises during the first half 01 June 1958. The weather was almost constantly warm with 
little rains from the beginning of July until mid-September. The gardens were in luU Bloom about 
the end 01 July. The plants remained mostly pointed but the cones on the lower third 01 the vines 
ripened weil. 

Picking startet on August 25th and was finished under dry weather on September 10th. 
There were sufficient pickers available. The entire crop is picked by hand. 

The hops were 01 fine green colour and very good Quality. The cones were 01 normal size. 
The crop was graded as lollows: 91 % choice, 7% medium, 2% offgrade. 

The Backa was sold out until October 15th, 1958. Official prices are paid to larmers. The 
acreage 01 about 1,850 acres included about 625 acres new gardens. 

Hop yards suflered in growth under a dry summer in 1958. Preventive sprayings against 
pests and diseases were effected every two or three weeks so that no damages resulted. Espe­
cial dryness reigned during the month 01 May with temperatur"s up to 25/28° C. Total precipita­
tions Irom January 1st to September 30th, 1958, were only Irom 357 to 418 mm. 

The plants reached the height 01 the trellises in mid-June. Early varieties remained pointed 
_whereas late varieties showed a good overhang. BIoom was in July. 

Picking started on August- 10th and was finished under dry weather conditions on Septem­
ber 20th. The hops were weil ripened under the_ influence 01 dry weather and the colour was 
yeUowish green. The Qualities were graded aB foliows: 43% choice, 52% medium, 5% offgrade. 
The total acreage in Hungary was about 400 aeres 01 which about 30 acres new gardens. It is 
intended to increase the acreage. 

In the district of Alost there were no frost damages as a consequence 01 the mild winter 
1957/58. A late spring brought good growing conditions for the hops only after mid-April. Preci­
pitations were as lollows:

The delay in growth was oflset in May under warm and lavourable weather coupled with 
ample rain laUs. These good conditions continued through June and the hops attained the height 
01 the trellises at the beginning 01 July. Bloom started around July 20th. The general aspect 01 
the gardens was good and healthy but the plants had remained relatively pointed. 

Picking started sporadically on August 20th, was general by the end 01 that month and 
finished under good weather about September 20th. There was no lack ollabour. Nine picking 
machines are in operation. 

Quality and colour 01 the crop 1958 was judged equal to the year belore with the excep­
tion 01 somewhat bigger sizcd cones. The crop was graded as 10Uows: 60% choice, 15% medium, 
25% ol/grade. 

Only small lots were traded at the beginning 01 the season when larmers demanded 
blrs. 6,000.-. Until mid-September, prices Were reduced to blrs. 5,500.-/5,000.- butthe down­
ward trend so on became stronger and quotations stood at blrs. 4,000.- at the beginning 01 October, 
only to reach blrs.3,500.- in mid-October. At the end 01 October beginning 01 November a 
basis 01 blrs. 3,200.-/3,000.- was attained. Last available lots were handled somewhat lower 
still until the crop was sold out by the end 01 the year 1958. 

In Poperinghe good weather conditions prevailed lor the growth 01 crop 1958. The wea­
ther benefited the plants especiaUy in May and ample rainlalls in June were welcome.

Downy Mildew appeared sporadically but could be held in check by customary sprayings. 
A Thunderstorm on July 13th caused local damages and about 30/40 acres hop yards were 
pushed over at the end 01 August. 
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The vines reaehed the height of the trellises during the first deeade of July and blooming 
started about July 5th. The gardens were in full BIoom in mid-July. The plants showed a good 
development and luxuriant overhang. Cones on the lower parts of the vine ripened. 

Picking of early varieties started on August 28th/29th, was general on September 1st and 
finished about September 15th. The weather during harvest was fine and sunny. There were 
sufficient pickers available. 15 picking maehines, which harvest about 10 % of the erop are in 
operation. 
. The hops were better in Quality and colour than the year beforealthough Wind Whipping 
and oeeasional seeded lots were to be noted. The crop was graded as folIows: 60 % ehoiee, 20 % 
medium, 20 % offgrade. . 

There was only sporadie trading at the beginning 01 the season as all eireles were waiting 
for developments of priees on the world market. Priees 01 advanee contracts lor Hallertau 
variety hops crop 1958 had increased lrom blrs. 6,000.- in October 1957 to bfrs. 8,000.,- by 
the middle of August 1958. 

Quotations started in mid-September 1958 on a basis of bfrs. 5,000.- and fell to 
bfrs. 4,000.- at the beginning of Oetober to reaeh bfrs. 3,500.- at the beginning of November. 
Special varieties commanded a somewhat high er price. The crop was not completely sold out. 
There remained about 1,500 cwts. unsold on farms at the beginning of Mareh 1959.

In the Alsace there oeeurred no frost damage during the winter 1957/58. Weather eon­
ditions in general were favourable for the development of hops. Growth was somewhat hampered· 
in April 1958 by the late winter and cool spring but the plants were benefited by sunshiny warm 
weather in May and timely rains in June. The height 01 the trelHses was attained at the beginning 
of July. Th. plants showed a good overhang and Bloom whieh started around July 10th was 
lavoured by Warm weather. The Formation of the Cones, too, benefited by the >veather and the 
eones on the lower third of the vines ripened. . 

A very heavy Thunderstorm with extremely strang Hails on August 11th resulted in 
extensive damages especially in the districts of Wal\tzenau and Ackerland. High winds were 
experieneed several times during the season. The Alsace hops, erop 1958, therefore, showed 
Wind Whipping on a more extensive scale. ' 

Picking started on September 4th/5th and was finished under sunny weather conditions 
within three weeks although piekers were searee. 36 picking maehines are in operation. The 
Alsaee hops showed a nice conte nt of lupulin and uniformlyeoloured cones. The Quality was

Alsace hops changed quickly intosecond hands asespecially the French brewing industry 
was apprehensive ofthe possibility 01 limited import licences lor hops. . 

.InFla~dres a mHd winter 01 long duration waS lollowed by a dry spring. Pests and 
Diseases were held in check by sprayings which were elfected up to 20 times. The plants attain­
ed the height (>I the trellises at the beginning 01 July and were in fuU Bloom by the end of 
that month. The vines were'well developed and showed anormal overhang. On the average, 
growth was not So luxuriant aS in lormer years but there were scarcely any pointed stands. The' 
hops ripened weil under lavourable weather conditions and especially in August the Formatioii 
01 the Cones and the Ripeningbenefited Iromlavourable weather.' 

Picking started on September 1st and was finished under excellent weather by the end of 
that month. There were sulficient pickers available. Four picking machines are in operation which 
harvest about 12% 01 the, crop .. The yield was about 10% greater than in 1957. 

Cones were normally sized and of uniform colour. The Quality of the crop was graded as 
follows: 30% choice, 50% medium, 20% offgrade. Initial quotations at the start 01 Septemher 
wer.e ffrs.60,000.:-. These prices, however, could not be maintained and sank to ffrs. 45,000.­
in mid-Septeinber. Quiltalions Were Ifrs.40,OOO.- at the beginning of October and receded 
lurther until Ifrs. 35,000.- during the season. Sales were somewhat sluggish. There remained 
about 1,500 cwts. unsold on farms at the beginning 01 the year 1959 which only slowly and 
in smaUlots passed into consumption.

A very intense dry speil set in at the beginning of May which led to Premature Bloomingin. 
early cut gardens. Welcome rains in June benefited the plants but overhang developed only 
spOl'adically. The plants were in full Bloom about the end 01 June and the Cones developed. 
under fine weather conditions during Julyand. August with occasional showers. Cones on the 
lower third 01 the vines ripened. Picking was effected und er good weather "onditions Irom. 
August 16th until September 15th. ," 

The Quality 01 thecrop 'was 50% choice, 25% medium and 25% ollgrade. Bitter valh~s. 
were qtiite good. A crop 01 1,067 ·cwts. was harvested from an area of about 120 acres (of whicb. 
about 38 acres new gardens). 
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In the district 01 Mueblviertel there were SnowfaIIs and Frost until March 1958 and 
April was cooler than normal. The hops progressed in May under warm an~ humid weather but 
suffered loeally Irom Hails. Later on, weather eonditions were lavourable lor the development. 
Sprayings agains! pests and diseases were effeeted up to eight and ten times. The plants reached 
the height 01 the trellises at thebeginning oljulyand showed a strong overhang. Heavy Storms 
at the beginning 01 August eaused local damages. Picking started on August 25th and \:Vas finish­
ed under good weather eonditions about September 14th. There was no searcity oflabour. The 
hops crop 1958 were somewhat belter in eolour and Quality than fhe year·belore and were 
graded as folIows: 62% choice, 31 % medium, 7% oHgrade. . 

A normal spring 1958 was lollowed by distinetly fine and warm summer weather with 
suflieient rains so that the gardens showed a· very good development.

On the average, eight to ten sprayings were effeeted against pests and diseases. The hops 
were at the height of the trellises by the end 01 June and BIoom started during the first deeade 
01 July. The plants showed a strong overhang but the colie. on the tower third 01 the vines 
ripened only sporadiealIy. 

. Picking was lavoured by good weather and lasted Irom August 23rd to September 10th. 
About two thirds 01 the total erop are harvested by one picking machine. About 292 ewts. were 
produced from about 22 acres (of which about 3.6 acres new gardens). The entire erop goes to 
sponsoring brewerie.. Priees to farmers were sfrs. 650.- for 95% grade I, sirs. 620.- for 4°{0 
grade II and sfrs. 600.- for the remainder of one percent grade III. 

Trial plantings 01 hops in Lower California whieh were started in 1956 have given good 
results. Yields of erop 1958 were about 9,400 Ibs. per acre. 

No sueeess resulted from trial plantings 01 hops with root stock Irom South Alriea. It is 
supposed that the Iimited hours 01 daylight under the Equator are insufficient lor the vegetative 
development 01 the hop plant. 

Hops were eultivated in the North of this eountry belore the war. Aecording to information 
now in hand, a crop of about 740 cwts. has been harvested in 1958 in the province of Rjanggando. 
The acreage is not known. It seems, however, that an expansion is planned as a crop of 
2,200 cwts. is expected in 1959. 

The weather in 1958 was not espeeially lavourable for hops. Growth was subjected to varied 
influences under ehangeable weather eonditions until July. Loeal damages were eaused by 
Thunderstorms and Squalls. Preventive sprayings were effeeted against Downy Mildewand 
an altack 01 Red Spider eould be eontrolled in good time. 

Hop eultivation is still eonfined to the traditional four distriets. No expansion into other 
zones has been effeeted.

Spring Work in the hop,yards benelited Irom lavourable weather eonditions during the 
spring 01 1958. Alter that, however, the year brought a remarkable lack 01 sunshine together with 
extremely strong Rainfalls. In Mid-Kent, espeeially, Thunderstorms and heavy rains resulted in 
damages. Sprayings against pests and diseases had to be effeeted most earelully under such 
trying eir,eumstanees. It ean be noted that good results generally were due to larmers' eflorts in 
tending the hops. 

Picking started on August 26th/27th and Was linished aceording to distriets around Oetober 
7th/8th. F avourable weather in the beginning 01 the harvest was lollowed later on by heavy rains 
and storms. 

The Quality 01 crop 1958 was better than expected. Golding varieties espeeially suffered 
less Irom the wet season than originally anticipated. Fuggles hops which comprise more than two 
thirds 01 the crop showed a wider range 01 qualities but were judged generally bett er in aroma 
and lupulin than in 1957. Wind whipping was more prevalent than usual. The long harvest resulted 
in over-riponed hops towards the elose 01 the picking. The crop was graded as lollows: 40% 

choice, 50'/0 medium, 10'/0 oflgrade. 

The total crop attained to 116'/0 01 the basic quota. Maehine picking is expanding and it 
can be said that about two thirds 01 the acreage are mechanically harvested. 

Allcontracted hops were delivered. Owing to the favourable quantitative result 01 the 
harvest, the average priee to farmers eould be reduced to 9, 27.5.6 per cwt.

The weather in 1958 was more favourable than during the preceding years. Higher tem­
peratures resulted in a better development of the hops. The plants reached the height of the 
trellises about the end 01 June/beginning of July. Bloom started in mid-July. On the average, 
the vines remained pointed and showed little overhang. 

Picking started sporadically on August 18th, was general by August 25th and finished 
under good weather within three weeks. 

The hops were not of especially good colour but the weIl developed cones had an excel­
lent content of lupulin. The crop was graded as folIows: 50% medium, 50% offgrade. 

In the district of Sacramento, the hops were off to a slow start alter an extremely humid 
winter. Spring Work started at the end of March 1958. Rainfalls were as folIows:

The weather turned more favourable during the year's progress. One dusting only against 
Red Spider was required.

The Quality of the crop was markedly better than in former years: 65% ehoice, 30% medi­
um, 5'/0 offgrade.

Hops developed very weIl under these climatic conditions with the exception, however, of 
Fuggles hops for which the weather was not favourable. Sprilyings against Pests were effected 
two tim es on the average and preventive sprayings against Downy Mildew five to six times. 

The plants reached the height of the trellises during the first decade of June. Bloom 
started in mid-June. Hop yards showed a good aspect with considerable overhang. 

Picking of Fuggles hops started on August 5th, was general on August 10th and finished 
until August 25th. The harvest of olher varieties started on September 4th, was in full swing on 
September 8th and terminated on September 21st. The weather during the harvest was good 
wilh the exception of occasionallight showers. 

The Fuggles hops were of average Quality whereas olher varieties were judged to be above 
average. The crop was graded as 45°10 choice, 45°10 medium, 10°10 offgrade. 

Eastern Oregon and Idaho. The weather in 1958 waS favourable for the hops even if 
temperatures during May rose above normal and high temperatures were experienced in July 
and August as weIl. This resulted in Premature B100m on the varioty "Early Clusters" and a 
consequently reduced yield. Wind Whipping appeared more than uSllal, a result of the earlier 
than normal started Formation of the Cones. Control of Downy Mildew which appeared spora­
dically was necessary. Aphids and Red Spider, too, had to be kept in check locally. In some 
parts, up to six sprayings were effected. Precipitations were distributed as folIows:

The height of the trellises waS reached during the last decade of June. Early Clusters develop­
ed premature bloom already about mid-June whereas late varieties came into B100m about 
mid-July. Hop yards showed a good aspect and a fine overhang. According to conditions of 
growth, coneS on early varieties ripened irregularly whereas on late varieties the Ripening was 
quite regular. Picking started on August 18th and was finished by September 23rd under warm 
and favourable weather. The hops showed more Wind Whipping than the year before whereas 
contents of lupulin and size 01 the cones were about tho same as last year. The Quality was 
graded as 45°10 choiee, 45°10 medium, 10°10 offgrade. 

Washington. Exceptional climatic eonditions reigned in the district of Yakima through­
out 1958. The winter was warmer than normal and precipitations were lower:

Spring Work was done very early in the season. Growth of the hops slarted about three 
weeks earlier than normal. The weather in March, April and May was favourable for the hops 
with scarcely any rains. Exceptionally warm weather set in during the second half of June so that 
continuous artificial irrigation of the hop yards was a necessity. This hot weather persisted until 
the harvest. Pests eould develop and had to be controlled with one spraying against Aphids 
and two against Red Spider. The exeeptionally hot weather was the reason why the Yakima 
crop did not altain the initial yield estimates. 

The plants reached the height 01 the trellises during the last decade of June. Early varieties 
started Bloom during the first half of July and late varieties during the second half of that month. 
There was scarcely any overhang visible and in some gardens the vines reached scarcely the 
height of the trellises. Picking started on August 23rd and was finished under extremely hot 
and dry weather. 

Yakima hops of crop 1958 were of usual Quality in colour and lupulin but in size some­
what sm aller than normal. The crop was graded as 35°10 choice, 45°10 medium, 20°10 offgrade. 

The American erop 1957 had been completely taken over by breweries. Any lots, even of 
older vintage, which became available were sold rapidly during the summer of 1958. Demand 
was mostly for advance contracts 01 future crops while the estimated crop 1958 was already 
completely under contract very early in 1958. 

Encouraging newS regarding the growing new erop 1958 led to a more calmer market 
situation without, however, influencing noticeably the price basis 01 80185 cents per Ib. Prices 
remained unchanged even with the realization that the yield in 1958 would be 20°10 over that 01 
crop 1957. 
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Alter the harvest, however, greater unsold supplies pressed upon the market. Quotations 
had receded to 65 cents by mid-October and stood at this basis until the middle of November. 
About the turn of the year 1958/1959 prices had gone down to 55 cents and in February 1959 
only 45 cents were asked for American hops crop 1958. Frbm time to time occasionallots were 
available at an even lower price. 

The underlying weakness 01 the market could not fail to influence quotations for the coming 
crops 1959 to 1962. In January 1959, a price of 55 cents was asked unilormly for the next four 
crop years. This basis remained unaltered for crop 1962, whereas quotations for crop 1960 and 
1961 receded to 53 cents in February and in March 1959 a price of 51 cents was in e/fect for crop

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The hops were off 10 an early start under mild weather during Ihe spring of 1958. Growing 
conditions were lavourable throughout the year even if the weathor was quite warm and dry at 
times. Pests appeared locally and had 10 be controlled. Four sprayings were effected on the 
average while in exceptional caseS up to lifteen sprayings were necessary. Rains were as lollows:

The vines reached Ihe height 01 Ihe trellises during the second half 01 June and developed 
a good overhang. Bloom set in at the beginning 01 August. Picking started during the last 
week 01 August and lasted lour weeks under good weather conditions. There was no lack 01 
pickers. In the district 01 Kamloops there are two picking machines in operation. The hops were 
belter in colour than the year belore but contents 01 lupulin were not so high. The crop was 
graded as 95% choiee, 5% offgrade. 

In the district 01 Nagano growth 01 Ihe hops started somewhat earlier than normal. 
Precipitations during the rainy season were insuflieient. New gardens sullered from lack of 
moisture. The rains were distributed as lollows:

Bloom slarted in mid-June but was not so rich as usual. The Formation 01 the Cones, 
however, could develop weIl uuder beneliting rains and lavourable temperatures. Hop yards on 
higher locations generally developed under more lavourable conditions. 

The vines altained the height 01 the Ir.eIlises during the last decade 01 June and lormed a 
good overhang. 

In the district 01 Nagano, there are about 100 hop picking machines 01 Japanese construc­
tion in operation which ren der about 25-30 kilos per hour and harvested about 3% 01 the crop. 
Picking starled on August 5th, was in lull swing on August 10th and finished under good 
weather ab out the end 01 the month. 

In the district 01 Hokkaido the young shoots started not earlier than the beginning 01 
May alter a retarded thaw 01 the snow cover. Cool weather during May hampered the develop­
ment but the plants could grow normally under warm weather later in the season. Rains were 
distributed as lollows:

Lack 01 moislure during the beginning 01 June was relieved by welcome rainlalls and the 
vines developed weIl und er lavourable temperatures. 

The hops reached the height 01 the trellises at the end 01 June. Bloom started in mid-June. 
The hop yards showed a good overhang. Picking started during the second hall 01 August and 
was finished at the beginning 01 September. The weather during harvest was good. 

The hops 01 erop 1958 were judged to be 01 better Quality than the year belore and were 
graded as lollows: 78.7% choiee, 10.8% medium and 10.5% offgrade. The entire erop was taken 
over by sponsoring breweries. Prices were unchanged against the year before.

Generally, the season was very favourable for the vegetative development 01 the hops. An 
altaek 01 Caterpillar. in December 1958 was held in check. There was only one isolated inles­
tation 01 Red Spider at the end 01 the season. 

The hops reached the height 01 the trellises about Deeember 10th. Bloom started on 
Deeember 30th, 1958. The plants developed a good overhang and the cones on the lower third 
01 the vines ripened. Picking started on February 9th and was finished on March 16th, 1959. 
There were sulficient piekers available. Only one picking machine is in operation which harvests 
about 45% 01 the crop. The Quality of the hops erop 1959 was distinctly belter than the year 
belore and the hops were graded as 30% choiee, 50% medium, 20% offgrade. 

Priees were lower than during the preeeding year. The erop was sold out until the end of 
March 1959 with the exception of a remainder 01 about 200 ewts,

A mild winter 1958/59 which replenished Subsoil Moisture only insufIiciently was followed 
by an early warm and dry spring. 

Spring Work was finished in good time under favourable weather. The hops developed weil 
in spite of a lack of rains. The almost too luxuriant growth was restrained by cooler weather in 
April whereas warmer temperatures in May 1959 benefit_d the vegetative development of the plants. 

The generally too dry weather has not yet adversely influenced the deeply rooted hop 
plants. A possibility of premature blooming was headed off by a drop in temperatures in mid-June. 

Hallertau. Spring work started already at the end of F ebruary/beginning of March and 
was finished early under dry conditions. Th_re were oeeasional Night Frosts in April. In mid­
June 1959, the plants had reached three quarters of the height of the trellises and full height was 
oeeasionally to be noted. Laterals were plentifuJ. 

Until that time, up to seven and eight sprayings against pests and diseases were effected. 

Spalt. Spring work was done during April 1959. The general dryness in this distriet was 
relieved by weleome rains by the end of May and the hops showed a good development in June 
under warm weather. The general aspect of the crop is not quite uniform. Generally, half the 
height of the trellises is altained but there are gardens which show three quarters and even full 
height depending of the time of the uncovering in the spring. Preventive sprayings were effeeted 
up to three times. 

Hersbruck. Spring work was finished early. In the course of aspeIl of cooler weather 
Night Frosts were experienced in this distriet about April 20th which caused damages espeeially 
in weil developed gardens. Some hop yards had already reached the height of the trellises by the 
middle of June 1959. Rainfalls were urgently needed at that time. 

Tettnang. Dry and warm weather in March 1959 benefited spring work which waS finished 
at the beginning of April. The eager growth of the hops was slowed by a cold wave about 
April 20th/22nd. On the average, the hops had reached the height of the trellises in mid-June in 
spite of the fact that the weather at the end of May/beginning of June 1959 was too cold and too 
dry for the seaSon. Welcome rains in mid-June favoured the development. Sporadie premature 
blooming was to be noted in early uneovered hop yards. Up to five sprayings had been effeeted. 

Th. general stand of the hop yards at the end of June 1959 ean be indicated as very satis­
laetory. Plentiful warm rains alter thunderstorms on June 22nd/23rd brought urgently neeessary 
humidity for the plants. Farmers are tending the hop gardens with great eare and attention in 
spite of a not too favourable outlook regarding prices.

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Hops witltin thc EUI'opean EconoJnic COJnlllunity 

On March 25th, 1957, there was signed in Rome a basic agreement to create a common 
market lor the countries Belgium, Netherlands, Luxembourg, France, Italy and Germany. 

This agreement came into eflect on January 1st, 1958, and provides lor a gradual decrease 
01 custom duties within aperiod ollrom 12 10 15 years in stages 01 lour years each. Under cer­
tain conditions, however, this time schedule may be subject to adjustments. 

The six participating countries have agreed to redllCe by 10%, effective on January 1st, 
1959, all custom duties as applied on January 1st, 1957. A lurther gradual elimination 01 custom 
dulies is to be efleeted until total abolition of same on January 1st, 1970, or January 1st, 1973, 
at the latest. 

Hops are included in the list 01 victuals. All circles concerned are agreed that the inte­
gration 01 agriculture with its complicated and varied structure poses a very diflicult problem 
indeed. This delicate question has led to numerous exceptional as weil as protective clauses 
wbich does not exaetly lacilitate the road to a common market. 

A common customs tariff for the six countries is to be realized in three stages beginning on 
January 1st, 1962. This common tariff is scheduled to be completely in lorce not later than Janu­
ary 1st, 1970. Hops are included in list F 01 articles with a rate 01 12% ad valorem.

The six countries comprise about 160 million inhabitants which results in a yearly consump­
tion 01 51.8 Liters per head without taking into consideration the marked variations among the 
several countries. 

Among the six countries, onIy Germany produces more hops than required by the horne 
industry. The elimination of inter~state custom duties will result in a more easy exchange of goods. 
This pre-supposes, however, that trading in hops among the six countries will be Ireed Irom 
other economical ties. Up to now, this has been the case in the Netherlands, Luxembourg, Italy 
and Germany. France liberated hop imports as of January 1st, 1959. It remains only to be boped, 
therelore, that Belgium will lollow the example at an early date. 
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
